Take you recipe file, with marked up terms.

We then do the following:
· associate it with a TEI P5 schema (make it with Roma: first RNG, then DTD)

· change by hand the invalid parts (TEI.2 to TEI, id to xml:id), and validate

· write index-only.xsl to write out only the terms, as a TEI document with top element <div type=”food-index”>, which contains one <list>, where each terms is an <item>.
use indent=”yes”; sort the index, and give each <item> an xml:id
· write ident.xsl, which copies the document (identity transform: input = output)

· add λάχανο to the title page (or heading) of the recipe document and experiment with different output encodings

· add <divGen type=”food-index”/> at the back of the recipe document
· add the necessary templates from index-only into ident, to produce on the output a document that is identical to the input one, except that divGen/@type=”food-index” is substituted by the actual index. Use template/@mode to achieve this.
Take the link-test.xml file and write a para.xsl which substitutes the link groups in <div type="stand-off"> with the actual content of sentences pointed to.
